Provide adequate and efficient temporary supports, shoring and
strutting to support firmly and to ensure the safety and stability of the
Adjoining Owner’s premises during the course of the works including

more specifically:

1) Provide temporary screens and protection during the course of
demolition.

2) To reinstate the party structure as a part exposed cavity external
wall in full accordance with building regulation requirements.
(formal construction details are fo be subject to an addendum
award prior o consiruction)

3) To reinstate the windows and external rainwater fittings as required
and make good internal plaster and decorafive finishes.

4) To reinstate shared access paths and landscape/ security fencing.

5) To reinstate incidental services and the like.

Remove all such temporary supports, coverings, protection and the like
immediately aofter they are no longer required and make good
forthwith any blemishes caused by their fixing or bearing upon the
Adjoining Owner's buildings and at completion of the works and as
may be required during them clean down the areas of the Adjoining
Owner's buildings if soiled by the works.

Remove all such temporary protection immediately after it is no longer
required and make good forthwith any blemishes caused by that fixing

Carry out the whole of the works so far as may be practical from the
Building Owner's premises but where access within the Adjoining
Owners premises is required for proper execution of the works, then
reasonable notice shall be given to the Adjoining Owner through his
surveyor in accordance with Section 8, (3 and 4) of the Act.

Maintain at all times security from unauthorised entry to the Adjoining
Owner's premises which might be rendered easier because of the
erection of scaffolding, ladders or other plant or of insufficient
hoardings to the satisfaction of the surveyor.

The Building Owner shall use his best endeavours not to cause any
unnecessary nuisance or disturbance o the Adjoining Owner or
occupiers/visitors to the premises and will not permit the playing of any
musical or electrical instrument, radios etc. likely to cause disturbance
or fo which the Adjoining Owner or occupiers/visitors to the premises
might reasonably object, and restrict so far as possible any especially
noisy building operations within the area of the adjoining building
within normal working hours.

The attention of the Building Owner's contractor shall be drawn to the
provisions of Section 60 of the control of Pollution Aci 1974, with
references to the control of noise in relation to any demolition or
construction works and the need particularly where such Works are
adjacent to occupied property where a high sensitivity to noise may
be anticipated to ascertain from the proper Authority what
requirements or restrictions, if any, shall apply to the works in this
respect.

The restrictions may relate to the type of plant to be used, the methods
of working fo be adopted, the hours of working permissible and may in
addition impose a maximum noise level at the site boundary, which
must not be exceeded. The attention of the owner's contractor shall
also be drawn to the provisions of Section 61 of the Control of Pollution
Act 1974 with reference to the issue of prior consent and any
application under that section should be made to the proper Authority
on the appropriate form from them.

Employ a qudlified person to supérintend the works on site for the full
duration of the works, such a duty not being one to be carried out by
either appointed surveyor.

If relevant employ a professionally qualified structural engineer to
calculate the sufficiency of elements of structural significance.

b) Accept without objection the temporary interference with or
infringement of easements and other rights that are necessitated by
the Building Owner's intentions but only as described within the Award,

c) Ensure as far as possible that any vehicle serving the premises of the
Adjoining Owner is not parked in front of or so close to the works of the
site to restrict free and reasonable access to it.

d) Permit the employees and workmen of the Building Owner access into
his premises as may be reasonably required to camy out their duties
providing such supervision as may be necessary when work is to be
carried out within security sensitive areas.
